Many of 
you starred a feature that you particularly would like 
to see.  Passions ran pretty high for a skate park or 
disc golf circuit, and overall, the interest ran highest 
for the addition of climbing boulder(s) or disc golf

Which of the walking paths in the Active Transportation Plan are of most interest? – Thank you for the re-

sponses so far!  While the differentiation on favorites is not large, the leading can-
didates are completing Hopewell Spur west to North Chestnut and also east from 
Park Avenue along the old rail bed over to the Blue Rocks, and completing a 
walkway from Summerfield to North Chestnut for safer and easier access to Liv-
ingood Park.  We will post a picture on the Parks subsite as well. The FULL Plan 
describing each is chapter 28 of the Comprehensive Plan under “Government” 
menu item of the Borough site. 
 
In the meantime, a summary of the current status of the survey input to-date is on 
the Elverson Borough home page in the “Recent News” section. We will update it 
after allowing a couple months of further input via these surveys.
