Flowering Plum: Black Knot

he flowering plum tree, Prunus cerasifera, is a

popular tree in Elverson, and deservedly so.
The Thundercloud cultivar is a lovely
small tree growing 20-25’ tall with a -
spread of 15-20°. It produces small pink
flowers in spring before the dark reddish
-purple leaves emerge. Its small form
and multi-seasonal appeal make it a fa-
vorite for foundation gardens.
While the tree has few insect or disease %
problems, there is one disease that canbe oo« =
devastating. In old age the flowering
plum becomes susceptible to a fungal
infection called black knot. This highly 8
contagious disease forms near the branch
ends and spreads to other nearby plum
trees.

this disease develop on trees nearing their end.
What do you do when you see this disease in your
.~ tree? Take down the tree. There really
is not an effective treatment to free the
tree from the disease. Can you replace
S the flowering plum with another? Abso-
§  lutely. After removing the tree, clean up
- the debris and go for it; plant another one
*inits place. The younger tree will have
. youthful vigor and greater resistance to
black knot.
