L 
ast December, the trails committee told you about our hopes to complete a trail to the 
historic Elverson Blue Rocks so that we may once again be able to explore and scram-
ble over the famous Blue Rocks of Elverson. We are closer now to achieving this. A 
small group of volunteers will be working to re-clear the trail so that we can get the 

professionals in to survey the trail and then complete the easement documents. If anyone wish-
es to work on clearing the trail, please feel free to join us. Just come with your energy and your 
own yard tool(s) such as loppers, shears, hoe/mattock, or battery or gas pow-
ered trimmers.  These are our clearing dates: 
 

• Monday 10am-12pm October 3rd 

• Monday 10am-12pm October 10th          
 
If you cannot join us this year, there will be other opportunities next spring 
and summer for maintenance of our trails. Please email me so I can contact 
you and keep you informed for 2023.   
 
We plan to meet towards the top of North Brick Lane at the old Graco parking 
area on the current landowner’s land. This area is not for regular use—just for 
trail maintenance days. Normal trail parking is on Main 
Street if you are not able to walk from your house.

The courts at 
Twin Valley are regularly in use by all of the high 
school boys and girls and middle and elementary 
school programming so it is difficult for a recreation-
al player to find an available court.

With the completion of 
this project, I hope to offer free and or low cost ten-
nis to kids and adults in the area. I would use every 
opportunity to apply for grants in order to achieve 
this goal. I would like to offer tennis to kids and 
adults of all skill levels, adaptive tennis, tennis 
camps, cardio tennis, JTT, toddler tennis, summer 
camps, tournaments and I was trained in wheel chair 
tennis.

I have done some research and have received some 
quotes for this project. Quotes range from $150,000-
$200,000. There are some grants available through 
the USTA and I will be looking into grants from the 
state if Elverson Borough likes the idea of putting 
tennis courts back into the park. I will be requesting 
$20,000 from the USTA in order to assist in build-
ing two tennis courts at Livingood Park and will be 
utilizing other resources to fund-raise and present 
this project to Chester County and then to the state. I 
may be able to receive some funding from local 
businesses, the chamber of commerce and can pre-
sent the idea to the school district. There may be 
COVID funding available in all of these depart-
ments because this is a sport that anyone can play at 
any age from a distance.
