Instructions:
e Ifyou have avalid PA driver’s license or PennDOT ID number, you must use it to apply for a mail in ballot.

¢ Ifyoudo not have one of those ID numbers, you must provide the last four digits of your Social Security number
and upload your signature.

Otherwise, you may download a paper application at www.pavoterservices.pa.gov and mail it to your county board
of elections

Mail in Ballots will not go out until early/mid-October. You are able to track the status of your application
at www.pavoterservices.pa.gov or call Chester County Voter Services at 610-344-6410. Mail completed applica-
tions to: Chester County Board of Elections, 601 Westtown Rd, Suite 150, West Chester, PA 19380-0990

Once you receive your ballot from the Board of Elections, you can either personally hand-deliver it, place it in a moni-
tored drop box, or mail it back to Chester County Voter Services, where it MUST BE RECEIVED no later than 8 pm on
November 5. The closest satellite office is Henrietta Hankin Library 215 Windgate Dr, Chester Springs, PA 19425

IF you decide to vote in person, you must bring the mail in ballot with you to the polling location. Bring ballot and
both envelopes with you for submission. If you are a married couple with the same last name, DO NOT mix up the
envelopes, as it will invalidate your vote.

Main Street Speed Limit

Earlier this summer, Elverson Borough Coun-
cil formally requested that PennDOT consid-
er reducing the speed limit on Main Street
between S. Yeingst Drive and Pine Street to
30 MPH. PennDOT conducted a comprehen-
sive study in response, analyzing the speeds
of 55,868 vehicles along this stretch.

The study results indicated that the 85th per-
centile speed, a key measure in determining
appropriate speed limits, was 40 MPH, with
an average speed of 35 MPH. Based on
these findings and engineering parameters,
PennDOT has determined that a reduction in
the speed limit is not warranted at this time.

As a result, there are no immediate plans to
install additional speed limit signage on Main
Street. However, the Borough emphasizes
the importance of all drivers adhering to the
current 35 MPH speed limit. It is crucial for
drivers to remain vigilant of pedestrian cross-
ings, and to exercise courtesy and caution at
intersections throughout the Borough.
